BCH4024 provides a survey of the structure, function, and metabolism of
amino acids, proteins, carbohydrates, lipids, and nucleic acids. It
introduces concepts in molecular biology, including replication, gene
regulation, transcription, translation, and control of cell growth.

SUPPLEMENTARY INSTRUCTION (SI) PROGRAM:

The Supplementary Instruction (SlI) Program is a free tutoring program for all BCH4024 students. The
program is run by Sl Leaders, who are trained peers and previously excelled in BCH4024. The program
offers multiple ways for students to get help in BCH4024:

e Weekly Group Sessions: Facilitator-led group study in which a trained peer leads weekly tutoring
sessions to review challenging course material through active learning techniques (i.e., practice
problems, discussion, Google Jamboards, etc.)

o An announcement containing all details regarding Sl sign-up will be posted on Canvas.

o Sessions will begin the second week of class.

o Attendance is required to stay in the program. You are permitted a total of 3 absences FOR
THE ENTIRE SEMESTER, regardless of documentation.

e Biweekly Zoom “Deeper Dives” on Difficult Subjects: Informal live review and Q&A sessions with
trained peers who have been Sl Leaders for at least 2 semesters. They can review information with
you, go over practice problems, and provide advice on how to tackle the course.

o No sign-up is required! Just hop on Zoom at the designated times posted on Canvas under
Zoom Conferences.

e Anonymous Q&A on Campuswire: Informal asynchronous (not-live) Q&A with trained peers who
have been Sl Leaders for at least 2 semesters. You can post your questions anonymously to the
page, and you are guaranteed a response within 72 hours (but usually sooner).

LECTURE RECORDINGS:

Students will use free access to iClicker Cloud to submit responses to
feedback questions during the lecture listed on their class registration.

EXAM FORMAT: All exams will be comprised of 50 multiple-choice questions worth 2
points per question (100 points total). There are no cumulative exams.

Students will have 90 minutes to complete the exam + additional 20
minutes for possible technical issues (110 minutes total).

STUDYING HABITS FOR SUCCESS:
The following habits are critical for success in BCH4024:

e Attend class in person. Students who regularly attend class tend to perform significantly better

than those that do not attend. Exam material includes slides and what is verbally stated in
lecture.

o Read lecture slides before class. You will get an idea of what will be covered in class. Also, you

will not be overwhelmed by reading the slides for the first time while trying to listen to the
lecturer.

o Review lecture slides & class notes the same day. On the SAME day as a class, review the

lecture slides once again and review the notes you took during class. There is a lot of
information in this course, so you want to review a little bit every single day.

e Complete practice questions EVERY week. Testing yourself is the only way to know if you

understand the information. You should be able to explain why every right answer is correct
AND why every wrong answer is incorrect. Write down these explanations next to each answer
choice. Do not wait until the week of the exam to do practice questions.

e Go to the professor's discussion hours. Let us help you! The professors in this course are happy

to help clarify concepts during their discussion hours. Additionally, questions asked may help
you think about the course information differently. Seek out help early in the semester!

e Participate in the Sl Program. The S| Program is the most valuable resource for BCH4024. To

make the most of your Sl session, be sure to attend lecture and review the material BEFORE
attending your session. Use Campuswire and Zoom reviews to get questions answered outside
of your Sl session (or if you are not in a Sl group).

e Teach the material. Teaching, or verbally explaining concepts, is one of the best ways to learn.

Passive studying will not help you understand the material. In this course, you need to know
the information AND understand the information so you can apply it to various situations.

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LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION:

Our teaching team receives dozens of letters of recommendation (LOR) requests every semester. While

we review each request and assess them on a case-by-case basis, we nonetheless try to adhere to

some general principles to ensure fairness and consistency. Below are a few tips and suggestions to

help students enrolled in BCH4024 navigate the process.

Class performance: In general, students who performed very well will be considered. Obtaining

a high grade in the course (A or A-) is paramount. While from time to time we may consider
students who did not perform as well (see personal connection below), we must prioritize
students based on their performance in the course

Single Request: While the course is team-taught, we strongly recommend students only ask 1

instructor in the course for a letter — asking several instructors in the same course would
decrease the strength of your application and is discouraged.

Personal connection: Most of the time, our instructors will agree to write a letter for students

with whom they have interacted often and regularly — this means that students should make

every effort to be known by the instructor. This is particularly important for students who may

encounter extenuating circumstances that could affect their performance in the course. While

we typically consider requests from students with high GPAs, we prioritize the personal

connection above all else. Hence, in addition to attending lectures, you should try to:
Introduce yourself

o

Actively participate in class
Attend office hours regularly

o

Meet with the professor one-on-one

o

Timeline: While we wait until after the semester has concluded and final grades are posted to
commit to writing a letter, we strongly encourage you to make your intentions known early
during the semester in which you are taking the course. Let the instructor know that you may
be requesting a LOR. Preparing documents such as unofficial transcripts, a resume, and a rough
draft of your personal statement early is encouraged, as they can help instructors draft a strong
letter on your behalf. Please note that:
o If you wait a full year or more after completing the course to ask for a letter, it could be
difficult for any of us to remember who you were.
o If you ask for a letter just weeks prior to the application deadline, it will be nearly
impossible for anyone to agree to write a letter.
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o If you have had no communication with the instructor from whom you ask for a
recommendation, you may not be able to get one.

e Communication: We are all very busy and have commitments that extend outside of BCH4024.

We strongly encourage students to reach out via email and to be patient. Additionally, having a
record of communication is extremely helpful for revisiting previous discussions when it comes
time to write a letter. While it can be helpful to meet in person, we encourage you to reach out
via email first. Stopping by without an appointment is discouraged. If you do make an
appointment, please be clear and transparent about the reason for which you would like to
meet with the instructor.
